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No Other Name 
"There is salvation in no one else, for there is no other name under heaven  

given among men by which we must be saved."  St. Peter, Acts 4:12 
 

 
When Peter spoke 
these words he was 
standing before the 
Jewish high council in 
Jerusalem, before the 
same men who had 
condemned Jesus to 
death just a few 

months earlier. The 
same man was still in charge of this high 

council, the Sanhedrin. He was Caiaphas, the High 
Priest. Peter and John stood before them as 
prisoners, just like Jesus. However, none of this kept 
Peter from speaking the truth about his Savior and 
Lord. Ultimately, the Sanhedrin let them go. 

The truth about Jesus is that He alone is the Savior of 
the world.  Only through Christ are we saved from the 
wages of sin, death, and given the free gift of eternal 
life (Romans 6:23). We believe this, yet we are 
troubled. We are not troubled by the promise of 
salvation that is offered, but by the seeming 
condemnation that this sentence holds for all who do 
not believe. "There is salvation in no one else, for 
there is no other name under heaven given among 
men by which we must be saved." 

We are troubled because we are a compassionate 
people and because we, too, have been affected by 
the thinking of our own times. In our "postmodern" 
times, our culture celebrates universalism and 
condemns particularity. Our culture affirms pluralism 
and rejects the particulars of faith and practice that 
are unique to our Christian faith.  In our 
compassionate Christian hearts we are troubled by a 
world of people who do not know the Lord Jesus 

Christ, and we are tempted to see our own Lutheran 
faith as restrictive because it says, "there is no other 
name... by which we must be saved." 

Some Christians have just caved in and teach 
"universalism" -- that all good people will be saved by 
God.  Lutheran Christians try not to say more or less 
than what the Word of God says. We know no other 
promise than that which comes through Jesus Christ. 
God gives us that message to proclaim, "For by grace 
you have been saved through faith, and this is not your 
own doing; it is the gift of God -- not the result of works, 
so that no one may boast." (Ephesians 2:8-9). At the 
same time we recognize that judgment belongs to the 
Lord, and He is not accountable to us for what He 
chooses to do. Our Lord said, "God so loved the world 
that He gave His only begotten Son..." (John 3:16). 

It is crucially important in our pluralistic society that we 
do not compromise the Gospel promise God has made 
to us.  Yes, we are concerned about the spiritual well 
being of others in this world, in our community, and 
those who don’t know the name of Jesus.  We will do 
what God has given us to do and preach and teach the 
Gospel to all nations.  And we must leave it to God to do 
what only God can do -- to answer the question only 
God can answer, “Why are some saved and not 
others?” 

In our world, especially this month as we celebrate the 
Resurrection of our Lord, let us rejoice with those who 
speak and pray in the precious name of Jesus for there 
is no other name that can save us!  Alleluia!  He is risen!  
He is risen indeed!  Alleluia!

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STEWARDSHIP 
 

Focusing on adaptive change 
 

Author Kevin Ford writes, "Before the advent of the Internet, the amount of information in our 
world was doubling every two hundred years. Today, the amount of information doubles every 
eighteen months" (Transforming Church, p. 3). Statistics like that are just another sign of the 
tremendous changes going on in the world around us. But change doesn't only happen around 
us, it happens in us, too. Question 162 in Luther's Small Catechism asks, "Besides faith, what 
else does the Holy Spirit create in you by the Gospel?" The answer: "The Holy Spirit sanctifies 
me in the true faith, that is, by faith He works a renewal of my whole life-in spirit, will, attitude, and 
desires-so that I now strive to overcome sin and do good works." 2 Corinthians 5:17 makes that 
change in us clear, "If anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation." It is the Holy Spirit working 
through the Word that changes us. 

The kind of change that the Holy Spirit works in us through the Word of God is what Christian 
stewardship is all about. The kind of change needed in stewardship is not about another program 
or quick fix. It is not just about getting people to give more of "their" money to meet a church 
budget, or getting more people to volunteer "their" time to do something around the church, or 
getting people to donate some of "their" time to a worthy cause. The change that is needed in 
Christian stewardship is adaptive change, not just technical change. 

Technical changes are quick fixes, changes that can be implemented with current know-how. 
Technical solutions have been applied to stewardship issues for a long time. Congregations do a 
one, two, or three week stewardship emphasis to fix the money problem. Unfortunately, when it 
comes to the money problem there are no quick fixes. This is evidenced by the fact that after the 
initial response to the quick fix the money problem resurfaces. 

That's why stewardship issues, which are much broader than just the money problem, need 
adaptive changes and not just technical changes. Adaptive changes are changes in people's 
priorities, beliefs, habits, and loyalties. These changes happen as the Holy Spirit works through 
the Word to change priorities, beliefs, habits, and loyalties. Christian stewardship is not focused 
only on meeting the budget. Christian stewardship is about the whole life of the child of God. It is 
about understanding that we are not owners, we are stewards. It is about understanding that as 
His stewards we manage all He entrusts to us freely, with joy and generosity. It is about knowing 
that we are accountable to Him for the life of stewardship we lead. 

"The problem is not that technical change is bad and adaptive change is good. There is a place 
for each. But while some technical change is almost always in order, effective leadership seeks 
to go deeper and to understand the adaptive issues, directing as much of the energy of the 
system as possible toward those. Otherwise, to use a phrase popularized by Bill Coffin, we are 
just 'rearranging deck chairs on the Titanic'" (Reframing the Church by Richard Hamm, p. 12). 

How can a congregation implement adaptive change? It happens as God's people gather around 
His Word and learn what it means to be a Christian, a disciple, and a steward. It happens as 
God's people challenge each other to be obedient to His Word in every area of their lives. It 
happens as God's people live out the changed life that is theirs in Christ. It happens when 
stewardship education in the congregation is whole life, year round, and not just a quick fix 
program that happens around budget setting time.
