As a Fulbright scholar, Michael Patilla worked as a guest lecturer in the Department of Fine Arts at the 
National Autonomous University (UNAH) in Tegucigalpa, Honduras.  He currently serves as an Assistant 
Professor of Music at Mississippi State University and directs the guitar program for the Masterworks 
Festival, an international performing arts festival held each summer in Winona Lake, Indiana. 

Michael Patilla completed a Doctor of Musical Arts Degree at the Eastman School of Music and has 
studied with such teachers as Manuel Barrueco, Julian Gray, Nicholas Goluses, Bruce Holzman, Paul 
O’Dette, and Raphaella Smits. Septiembre.  His debut CD of music by South American composers was 
released in 2005.  He is currently working on a project to record and publish music by Honduran 
composers.

November 11 
Veterans Day-Remembered 

 
There are a growing number of interested 
vets in our congregation who are passionate 
about us not forgetting the service that the 
men and women of our Armed Forces have 
given this nation. 

When Cheri and I visited our Navy daughter, 
Aimee in Hawaii, seeing the USS Arizona 
was one of the highlights of this trip for me.  
Since December 7, 1941 there still have 
been 1,000’s of men and women who have 
served in the Armed Forces and given their 
lives that we might remain free.  Today our 
country still has tens of thousands of men 
and women serving overseas.  Many are 
deployed to Iraq and Afghanistan.   

One organization called “Faith Comes By 
Hearing” contacted me in mid-October about 
getting the Scriptures into the hands of those 
serving in our Armed Forces in remote 
places of the Mid-East.  One $25 donation 
provides military chaplains with a “Military 
Bible Stick”.  This is a small personal listen 
device (I-POD) preloaded with the Audio 
New Testament-English Standard Version.  It 
is specially designed for combat situations.  
The non-reflective finish fits with military 
camouflage requirements, making it possible 
for soldiers to carry it while on patrol.  

The Elders would like to help make these 
IPODs available to our military servicemen 
and women.  On November 15 , a door 
offering will be held to raise funds to 
purchase this equipment with the idea that 
the Elders would match up to $500 of our 
donations.  These “Military Bible Sticks” 
would be sent to Navy Chaplain Mike 
Moreno, who in turn would disburse them to 
our Chaplains in the field.  They in turn would 
give them to troops, often those on the 
frontlines or receiving care in military 
hospitals.  Moreno is the liaison between 
Synod’s Armed Forces Commission and our 
Lutheran Chaplains serving in all branches of 
our military. 

A short 4 minute DVD highlighting this 
ministry to our Service Men and Women will 
be played in the Narthex on November 8 and 
15 along with the actual “Military Bible Stick”.

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“Time and Eternity” Part Two  
  
The eighth stewardship principle is: God’s stewards live with an awareness of the present and future, 
of time and eternity. This means that God’s stewards live intentionally in the light of the Lord’s eternal 
purpose while being firmly committed to His rule in the here and now. 

God’s stewards live with eyes on eternity.  

You have probably seen or at least heard about the bumper sticker that says, “The one who dies with the 
most toys wins!” Wins what? Christian stewards understand that this life is not all there is. R. Scott Rodin 
in Stewards in the Kingdom writes, “The kingdom of this world operates exclusively on the understanding 
that human reality is marked by birth as its beginning and death as its end. We live our lives in a birth-to-
death reality. In these few years that are given to us, we search for that which will satisfy, fulfill and bring 
us happiness, contentment and peace. In these years between birth and death we build our own 
kingdoms made up of this stuff of life that we look to to bring us what we desire and provide us with some 
sense of meaning. This is a lifelong quest.” (page 125) 

Rodin goes on to outline how this happens. In the years of our youth we seek to determine who we are 
and where we fit in the world. Our midlife years are spent in rearing a family, keeping marriages together, 
and making a living. In the older years we face retirement which often leads us to a new search for 
meaning and purpose. Our lives are focused entirely on the here and now. 

“In every phase of life,” Rodin writes, “we build our worldly kingdom in order to find the stuff that will 
provide us with what the world around us tells us we must have if our life is to have worth. If we are 
honest with ourselves, we must admit that we are all kingdom builders. We all seek a life that brings us 
happiness, security and satisfaction. We all seek meaning in these years between birth and death. This is 
reality, we say…In a very real way the kingdom of this world is never built, but it acts like a black hole 
constantly demanding more with no hope of ever having enough. The irony of the kingdom of the world is 
that it does not let us stop long enough to enjoy what we have amassed. Instead it fills us with anxiety that 
what we have may be lost…And it fills us with despair because no matter how hard we strive we realize 
that the stuff that brings real happiness and peace may remain forever out of our reach.” (page 126) 

God has so much more in store for us than lives of quiet (or not so quiet) desperation. Christian stewards 
understand that this life is not all there is. Jesus came that we might have life and have it abundantly. 
(John 10:10). Jesus was referring to both this life and the life to come. Saint Paul encourages us in this 
regard as he writes to the Philippians, “For many, of whom I have often told you and now tell you even 
with tears, walk as enemies of the cross of Christ. Their end is destruction, their god is their belly, and 
they glory in their shame, with minds set on earthly things. But our citizenship is in heaven, and from it we 
await a Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ, who will transform our lowly body to be like his glorious body, by the 
power that enables him even to subject all things to himself.” (Philippians 3:18-21). We fix our eyes on 
Jesus! 

Saint Paul also wrote to the Corinthians about this heavenly perspective. “So we do not lose heart. 
Though our outer self is wasting away, our inner self is being renewed day by day. For this light 
momentary affliction is preparing for us an eternal weight of glory beyond all comparison, as we look not 
to the things that are seen but to the things that are unseen. For the things that are seen are transient, but 
the things that are unseen are eternal.” (2 Corinthians 4:16-18). We fix our eyes on Jesus! 

What does this mean?  

It means that as we live in the here and now as His stewards… 
 we seek first the kingdom of God. (Matthew 6:33).  

It means that as we live in the here and now as His stewards… 
 we seek to be rich toward God. (Luke 12:21). 

It means that as we live in the here and now as His stewards… 
 we lay up treasures for ourselves in heaven. (Matthew 6:19-20). 
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The Role of Elders at Lord of Life 
Got Elders? 

It’s probably not the sort of thing we think about very much, really.  Why should anyone care what the 
elders of the church do, anyway?  You go to church on Sunday morning and it is the music guy and the 
preacher that makes it happen.  Besides, we are each responsible for our own relationship with God, 
right?  Why does anyone need elders? 

We know that the Bible speaks of elders in the church, but it gives little guidance as to the specific 
roles/duties of elders.  Your Board of Elders has been discussing the roles/duties of elders here at Lord of 
Life and how effective (or not) of a job we are doing, both as a board and as individuals. 

Just What Do Elders Do, Anyway?   

It is relatively easy to produce a list of the Biblical qualifications for Elders in the New Testament.  All you 
have to do is turn to 1 Timothy 3 and Titus 1 and there you will find a list of qualifications.  We could have 
a discussion about the finer points of meaning in these passages, but for the most part, the required 
qualifications are listed there.  It is not so easy to come up with a Biblical answer to the question, “Now 
that we have qualified Elders, what should they do?”  While there seems to be no one Biblical answer to 
that question, the following list is a good start (not necessarily in order of priority): 

1. Support the Pastor  
By support I mean such things as accountability, counsel, and encouragement.  As elders, we should 
share in the work God has called the Pastor to do; not by doing it, but by helping him in any way we 
can, to be the pastor to Lord of Life that God has called him to be. 

2. Support the members of Lord of Life  
1st Peter 5:2 instructs elders to “Be shepherds of God’s flock that is under your care…”  Each elder at 
Lord of Life has been assigned several members (his flock). It is our responsibility to ensure each 
member knows they have someone they can call for prayer and support.  Please do not hesitate to 
contact your elder with any needs or concerns. 

3. Safeguarding doctrinal purity  
As elders, we will protect a Biblical view of the nature and character of God and of His Church.  I 
don’t mean for this to sound like legalism because that is the last thing I want.  But there are non-
negotiables in our faith.  For example, the answer to the question that Jesus asks Peter, “Who do you 
say I am?” is critical to our faith. 

4. Vision  
As elders, we will allow time during our meetings to consider where we, as a congregation are going 
and where we should be going.  We will do this in conjunction with the Pastor.  We are committed to 
not let the pressures of the immediate obscure our looking at the big picture and asking God what He 
would have us do. 

5. Encourage each other spiritually  
As elders, we desire to live, model and be the leaders God would have us be.  We work together 
through accountability, counsel, and encouragement along with a commitment to learning and 
growing together in our faith through the study of God’s word. 

Now It Is Your Turn…How Are We Doing?  

Now I am asking for your help.  How are we doing?  Your feedback is important to us! Is your Board of 
Elders fulfilling your needs?  What can we continue to do, how can we improve what we are doing, and 
what do we need to start doing?  Please give these questions prayerful consideration and contact your (or 
any) elder with your thoughts.
